International Symposium on the Newer
Trace Elements in Nutrition

The United States Department of Agriculture
and the University of North Dakota are co-
sponsoring an International Symposium on the
Newer Trace Elements in Nutrition. This sym-
posium will be held September 15, 16 and 17,
1970, at the University of North Dakota, Grand
Forks. It is designed to bring scientists in the
field up-to-date on certain trace elements that
are candidates for being termed as ‘“essential”
nutrients as well as newer information on some
of the elements where essentiality is more clearly
established. The purpose of this event is to in-
troduce the new laboratory facilities of the Hu-
man Nutrition Research Division, Agricultural
Research Service, United States Department of
Agriculture, to the scientific community and to
dedicate it to furthering the state of knowledge
of mineral nutrition and metabolism for better
nutrition in man.

The Human Nutrition Laboratory is located
on the campus of the University of North Da-
kota in Grand Forks. Although a facility of the
Department of Agriculture, it will have the close
cooperation of both the Medical School at the
University and the land grant colleges in the
North Central Region. This facility will contain
a 9 bed metabolic ward, chemical laboratories,
and a controlled environment animal room. A
staff of approximately 30 will occupy the build-
ing following its completion this fall.

Drs. Walter Mertz and Eugene Cornatzer will
be co-chairmen of this symposium, with Dr. E. J.
Underwood of Australia as the keynote speaker.
Several well-known speakers will address them-
sclves to such areas as trace element nutrition,
metabolism, and analysis. Elements to be dis-
cussed include zinc, selenium, chromium, fluo-

rine, vanadium, and nickel. A dedication dinner
will be held the evening of September 15.

Steroid Reference Collection

The Medical Research Council of Great Bri-
tain, with partial support by the National In-
stitute of Arthritis and Metabolic Diseases,
maintains a collection of over 750 steroids,
which are of sufficient purity to be used as
reference standards. Most of these compounds
either are not available on the market or have
been more highly purified than the usual com-
mercial products. As a service to rescarch work-
ers both here and abroad, milligram quantities
(0.5-5) of these materials are distributed without
cost to qualified applicants for use as reference
standards in: the identification of unknowns,
standardization or development of microassay
techniques, chromatography, et cetera. To ob-
tain detailed information and a list of the ster-
oids that are available, write to: Dr. W. C.
