The
deadline date for receipt of nominations for Awards to be given in
1986 is October 1, 1985.

The McCollum Award is given each year to a clinical investigator
generally perceived as currently a major creative force, actively
generating new concepts in nutrition, and personally seeing to the
execution of studies testing the validity of these concepts. A cash
award and inscribed scroll are provided by the National Dairy Council.

The Robert H Herman Memorial Award in Clinical Rutrition is given
each year to.a clinical investigator whose research work has contri-
buted importantly to the advancement of clinical nutrition in areas
particularly involving the biochemical and metabolic aspects of human
nutrition. A cash award and inscribed scroll are provided by the
Robert H Herman Memorial Fund,established by the Society and Mrs Yaye
Tokuyama Herman.
